Required Items

Water bottle
Canberra Camp Jacket (to be worn to airport)

Full school uniform with 2 tops and a school jumper (1 x Leavers shirt & 1 x school shirt required) (school
pants or skirt with leggings) for Parliament House and War Memorial days.

Toiletries — soap, toothpaste, toothbrush, hair brush/comb, deodorant, shampoo, lip balm, hair ties for long
hair

Pyjamas/sleepwear (minimum 2 pairs)

Singlet/thermals

Socks and underwear for 6 days. Extra warm socks are necessary for snow day and a spare pair as they
usually get wet during the day (you may like to consider socks from a shop such as Kathmandu). Students
often mention cold feet whilst we are in Canberra so please consider the quality of the socks you send
Five shirts/tops with shoulder and full torso protection

Jeans, track pants (with no rips or tears) for five days and evenings

2 windcheaters/jumpers (not including school jacket)

One pair of closed in shoes (another pair will be worn on day one — canvas shoes are not appropriate for
Canberra as they do not provide protection from the cold)

Slippers (optional)- If space in the suitcase is an issue, this is an easy one to leave off as they can wear their
socks around the motel

Sunglasses suggested for snow day
School camp jacket, scarf and beanie (will be given to students the week prior to Canberra)
Woollen Gloves. Ski gloves will be provided for the snow day

Medication (to be handed to Administration Office by the 20th of June), generic paradol, nurofen etc. will
be provided, but parents are still required to complete a medication form (available from Administration)

Pencil case with a pencil/pen, sharpener and eraser. No scissors please

Book if wanted (optional night light)

Camera (optional) iPod/iPhone’s or similar type device are not to be used as a camera
A few plastic bags (for dirty clothes)

Small backpack as day pack

Wallet or purse

Mobile phone (not essential. Please refer to information package)
